Camp Shelby Joint Training Center

Twelve miles south of Hattiesburg in
the woods of DeSoto National Forest
is Camp Shelby Joint Forces Training
Center, (CSJFTC) the nation’s largest
state-owned mobilization site.

With a replacement value second in
Mississippi only to Keesler Air Force
Base, Camp Shelby supports a variety
of activities, including heavy maneuver
and collective gunnery, multiple battalion
field artillery fire ranges, realistic
environmental training, air to ground
combat training and theater-specific
mobilization training for reserve and
active components of the Army, Navy,
Air Force and Marines.

Camp Shelby covers parts of Forrest,
Perry and Greene counties and is a mix
of state, Department of Defense and
U.S. Forest Service lands. It’s been
serving the nation since World War I
and continues to this day.

The cantonment area, where the buildings are located
northwest of the camp, stretches to the southeast.

Camp Shelby is home to active Army units subordinate
to First Army Division East. The 177th Armored Brigade
and the 158th Infantry Brigade mobilizes, trains and
validates Reserve Component units to prepare them for
combat operations.

Camp Shelby plays a major role in the Mississippi Army
and Air National Guard’s training. The Auxiliary Field One
Assault Landing Strip's runway is 3,500 feet long and can land

Camp Shelby is the primary
location for Air Force Reserve Officer Training Corp cadet
validation training. It provides training venues for about 2,000
Air Force ROTC college students across the United States
during the summer months. These students are enrolled in Air
Force Reserve Officer Training Corp programs.

Supervisor of Shipbuilding

For more than 400 people
who work at the Supervisor of
Shipbuilding, (SUPSHIP) Conversion
and Repair Gulf Coast, the mission
is to develop, acquire, modernize,
maintain affordable ships and
efficiently deliver the ships and craft
to the U.S. Navy.

Gulf Coast SUPSHIP, along
with SUPSHIPs in Bath, Maine,
Groton, Conn., and Newport News,
Va. are the U. S. Navy's agencies
that administer shipbuilding and
ship repair contracts with major
shipbuilding contractors.

Located on the property of
major shipbuilders, SUPSHIPs
are the Navy’s onsite technical,
contractual and business authorities
responsible for engineering, contract
administration and quality assurance,
including cost and schedule.

Gulf Coast SUPSHIP, located at Ingalls Shipbuilding,
in Pascagoula oversees Ingalls Shipyards, VT Halter
Marine and multiple smaller yards. On Oct. 9, 2011, it
took responsibility for Austal USA in Mobile, Ala.

SUPSHIP Gulf Coast has overseen contracts for a range
of vessels, from Arleigh Burke class Aegis destroyers to
amphibious assault vessels, Littoral Combat Ships and
special warfare boats.

In 2003, to reduce duplication of effort and support
reengineering and cost reduction initiates, the two Gulf Coast
SUPSHIPs, Pascagoula and New Orleans were consolidated

into a single SUPSHIP Gulf Coast, with headquarters
at Pascagoula.

A separate operating location continues at New Orleans
with field office at Morgan City, La., Orange, Texas, and
Mobile, AL.

SUPSHIPs, part of the Naval Sea Systems Command,
provides engineering, quality assurance, contract management
and financial services required to streamline how our
shipbuilding contractors provide ships, submarines and combat
systems for the fleet. NAVSEA, with 53,000 civilian, military
and contract personnel, is the largest of the Navy’s five system
commands with 33 activities in 16 states.
